LIE # 2: “YOU WILL NEVER BE OUT OF DEBT”

No! That is a lie from satan! God can and will pay all your debts! I am a living testimony to the scripture that says, With God nothing is impossible (Luke 1:37, NKJ). 

In 1993 I was $600,000 in debt, and God paid back every dime! I had 176 creditors calling me on the phone every week, but the Lord delivered me! Now EVERY ONE OF MY DEBTS IS PAID! 

Psalm 34:19 says: Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the Lord will deliver him out of them all. He delivered me from every affliction, from every debt, and He will deliver you! 

No, you will not always be in debt! John 10:10 says, Jesus came that you might have life and have it more abundantly. Being in debt is not living a life of abundance! The Good News is God treats everyone the same (Acts 10:34). That means if He paid all my debts and all my bills, He will pay all of yours! He loves us all the same! We are His children, and He is our loving heavenly Father (2Co.6:18). Of Course He does not want His children in debt. In fact, God wants us to be rich! 

He says, Those that seek the Lord shall not lack any good thing (Ps. 34:10, NKJ). If you are willing and obedient, you will eat the good of the land (Is.1:19,NKJ). Being in debt is not eating “the good of the land!”

Second Corinthians 8:9 says, Jesus was poor on the cross so we could be rich…”though He were rich, yet for your sakes He became poor, that through His poverty you might be made rich. 

Jesus already paid the price for your poverty 2,000 years ago so you would not have to be poor today! God is ready to deliver you out of debt right now because He loves you “with an everlasting love” (Je.31:3). 

What do we have to do to cause God to deliver us? First John 3:22 has the answer. Whatever we ask, we receive from him because we keep his commandments and do those things that are pleasing in His sight (NKJ). 

What is pleasing to God? What will cause him to set us free from the bondage of debt? Here are the answers from His Holy Bible…

#1: If you want to be totally debt free, if you want to prosper and live a life of abundance, you must PUT GOD FIRST IN YOUR LIFE. Matthew 6:33 says: Seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness and all these things (you want) shall be added to you (including God paying every bill and every debt). 

God will not accept anything less than first place in your life. Anything you think is more important than God, you will lose. I thought money was more important than God, and I lost four million dollars in six months…a fortune that took me 20 years to accumulate!

The prophet Haggai said: If you do not put God first in your life, it is like having a bag of money with holes in it (Haggai 1:6). You looked for much, but indeed it came too little; and when you brought it home, I blew it away. Why, says the Lord of hosts? Because of my house that is in ruins, while every one of you runs to his own house (Ha.1:9,NKJ). 

In other words, we are thinking more about our money and ourselves than we are about God. Jesus said you cannot love God and money (Mt.6:24). James said, “If you are a friend of the world, you are an enemy of God” (Ja.4:4). No, as long as God is not first in our life, He will not pay our debts or prosper us. Only when we put God first in our life will He start helping us. 

Jesus said, Seek FIRST the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and everything you want will be added back to you (Mt.6:33). “As long as he sought the Lord, God made him to prosper” (2Chr.26:5). “They that seek the Lord will not lack any good thing” (Ps.34:10).

We must get our priorities straight. We must move God into the top position. We must get our minds off ourselves and focus on God. We must concentrate on the answer – not the problem! 

The key to being set free from debt is to seek God first. Put Him first in your life and depend only on Him to pay your debts. Jesus said, “Love the Lord with all your heart, soul, mind, and strength” (Mk.12:30).  After all, He is the only one that can deliver us. We have already tried everyone else! 

Philippians 4:19 says, God will supply all our needs. Our sufficiency is of God (2 Co.3:5). He will pay our debts. But as long as we try to pay our own debts (without His help), He will not help us. I know! I tried to deliver myself from debt for three years, and I increased my debt another $175,000! No, give it to God. It is His problem. 

The Bible says, The battle is the Lords (1 Sa.17:47). Seek God first. Obey Him. Focus on Him, and He will do the rest! He will set you free from every debt and every bill if you will only give the job to Him! “Cast all your cares on the Lord” (1Pe.5:7). Enter into His rest (He.4:3). Cease from your own labors (He.4:10). Give it to God and get out of the way! 

#2: If you want to be debt free, you must TAKE AUTHORITY over satan and command him to get his hands off your money! In Luke 10:19, Jesus says, “I give you power to tread on serpents and scorpions and over all the power of the enemy (satan), and nothing shall by any means hurt you” (and that includes stealing your money!). 

Do not sit idly by and let the devil steal you blind! Rebuke him. Take authority over him! Bind him away from your money! (Mt.18:18). Resist him, and he must flee! (Ja.4:7).  
We must fight the good fight of faith and take authority over the source of our financial problems! (1Tim.6:12). We must bind satan and forbid him not to touch our money. The Bible says whatever is bound or forbidden on earth, God will bind and forbid in Heaven (Mt.18:18). God will back us up! 

The key to defeating the devil is to take action. Do not be passive. He will do whatever you let him do! Resist him with your words and command him to get his thieving hands off your money, in Jesus name! (Luke 10:19).

#3: If you want to be debt free, you must TITHE. You must give 10% of your income to the church each week according to Malachi 3:10. If you do, God promises you, He will open up the windows of heaven and pour so many blessings on you there will not be room enough to receive them!  

Malachi 3:11 says, God will also rebuke the devourer (the devil) off your money. In other words, if you tithe, God will protect your money so the devil cannot steal it! Please, I urge you to tithe. No matter how little you have, give 10% of it to the church that God tells you to attend. When you do, your debt will begin to decrease. If you do not tithe, God says in Malachi 3:9 that you will be cursed with a curse because you are robbing Him!

#4: If you want all your debts paid, you must GIVE. The Bible says you must give to the poor (Psalm 41:1). You must give to your enemies (Luke 6:35). You must give to all who ask (Luke 6:30). Giving is the key. You must give your way out of debt. 

Luke 6:38 says, Give and it will be given back to you multiplied! The Bible says, He who sows bountifully, will also reap bountifully! (2Co.9:6, NKJ). The more you give, the more you will receive! Galatians 6:7 says, Whatever a man sows so shall he reap (NKJ). The more you sow, the bigger your harvest will be! Stingy people never get out of debt. 

When I was up to my neck in debt, I was giving away $20,000 to $30,000 a year in tithes and offerings and sowing into other ministries. I wanted to get out of debt quick!

As a man sows, so shall he reap (Ga.6:7). Give and it will be given back to you, good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and RUNNING OVER!” (Lk.6:38). God will always multiply back to you whatever you give. You cannot out give God! 

Paul says, God loves a cheerful giver (2Co.9:7). Jesus said, “It is always more blessed to give than to receive.” When you give, God will multiply your giving back to you thirty, sixty, a hundred times! (Mk.4:20).

#5: God will pay back every penny of your debt if you EXPECT HIM TO PAY IT BACK. You must not depend on your relatives or the government or the bank. God promises us He will supply all our needs in Philippians 4:19, but we must expect Him to. Psalm 62:5 says, My expectation is from Him, He only is my rock and my salvation (NKJ). 

In fact, Jeremiah 17:5 says, you are cursed if you depend on anybody but God! Cursed is the man who depends on man. 

That was certainly true in my life. Until I stopped trying to borrow money, God would not pay back one dime of my debt. I had to give up and give my debts to God before He would rescue me. Jesus said, Come unto me all ye who labor and are heavy-laden, and I will give ye rest (Mt.11:28).

#6: In order for your debt to be paid, you must SAY AND BELIEVE YOUR DEBT IS PAID in advance. Faith is believing it before you see it (He.11:1). You must believe God is going to pay it before it is paid. You must believe it and say it. 

Every morning for 10 years I said,” My $600,000 debt is paid!” Ten years later it was all paid! 

Mark 11:23 says we can have whatever we say if we believe it and do not doubt. SAY IT AND YOU CAN HAVE IT! Say what you want to have happen until it does happen! Call things that be not as though they were (Ro.4:17). Say it right now. “My debt is paid in Jesus name! Amen.”

#7: If you want God to pay your debt, YOU MUST NOT WAVER. James 1:7 says a double minded man can expect to receive nothing from God. No, you must stay locked in faith that God will pay your debt no matter how long it takes or how big your debt. 

Second Corinthians 5:7 says you are to Walk by faith (by what you believe) and not by sight… not by what you see, not by circumstances, not by the fact that you owe a certain amount of money, not by how many creditors you have. No, the “facts” are subject to change at any moment. 

The Bible says in Second Corinthians 4:18 that what we can see is temporary. That means your bills and your debts are temporary! God could move on the heart of someone today to pay your entire debt today! 

You must believe the truth of God’s Word that says, They that seek the Lord shall not lack any good thing (Psalm 34:10). 

Do not look at the bottom line of your financial statement. Keep your eyes on God. He says, “I am the Lord God that makes you rich, and I add no sorrow to it” (Proverbs 10:22). God takes pleasure in the prosperity of you His servant (Psalm 35:27). Above all things, He wants you debt free and prosperous! (3Jn.2).

#8: If we want to be debt free, we must WALK IN LOVE. Why? Because Galatians 5:6 says, “faith works by love.” If you have anger or un-forgiveness in your heart, your faith to pay your debt will not work because you are not being kind to other people. You are judging them instead of forgiving them, and God in turn will not forgive you (Mk.11:25-26). 

Faith only works by love. If you are not walking in love, your faith will not produce any results. Get on your knees right now and forgive anyone who has hurt you. If you do not forgive them, God will not forgive you or pay back your debt! 

#9: BE DILIGENT. We must do our part. We do the natural, and God does the super natural! We must take action. James says, faith without action is useless (James 2:17). We can say we believe the promises of God, but until we act on them, God will not help us. 

Start acting debt free, and you will become debt free. Get rid of that poverty mentality. Think big! You believe it, and God will do it!  

Whether you have faith for a bicycle or a motor cycle or a Mercedes, God will match your faith! Believe and you will receive! “All things are possible to him who believes” (Mk.9:23). 

                     If you believe your deliverance from debt is on the way, you will change that frown on your face to a smile because you know God is going to intervene on your behalf! You will stop complaining about all your bills and creditors and start planning how you are going to serve God when all the money comes in! 

Hebrews 6:12 says, Do not be lazy, but imitate those who through faith and patience inherit the promises of God. And what is His promise? He will supply all your needs (Ph.4:19) and show you the way to get wealth (De.8:18). He will teach you to profit and lead you by the way that you should go (Is.48:17). 

Get your eyes off yourself. God is going to pay your debts-not you! Give the problem to Him. Enter into His rest (He.4:11). Cast all your cares on Him (1Pe.5:7). Never forget that God has adopted you as His child (Ro.8:15), and everything that is His is yours! (Ro.8:17). 

Paul says that you are heirs with Jesus to everything God owns! (Ro.8:17). That makes your debt sound small!

The Bible says the hand of the diligent shall be made fat (Pr.13:4). Be diligent! Do what God tells you to do, and He will do the rest! Your obedience to God is on a direct collision course with your blessings from God. If you are willing and obedient, you will eat the good of the land” (Is.1:19). 

If God tells you to give a person or a ministry five hundred dollars, do it. The Bible says if you sow into good ground, you will reap thirty, sixty, a hundred times what you gave (Mk.4:20). That means you have a $50,000 return on the way! 

Be careful though…only sow into good ground. What is good ground? It is the person or ministry that the Holy Spirit told you to give to. The person who asks you for money is usually not good ground or God’s choice.

#10: Another major key to paying debt is to stop worrying. The Bible says, Whatever is not of faith is sin (Romans 14:23). If you are worrying about your debt, you are not in faith, you are in sin, and God will not pay back your debt. 

Stop worrying. Repent of the sin of fear, and cast all your cares on God (1 Peter 5:7).  Relax. Give your debt to God, and He will pay it for you! He wants to rescue you because He loves you! 

Your job is to resist the spirit of fear and tell it to leave your mind (Ja.4:7). “Fear brings a snare.” Job said, “The thing I feared most has come upon me.” 

Do not think about your debt. Do not worry about it or talk about it. Otherwise you are in sin, and God does not answer the prayers of sinners. 

Paul said, “Without faith, it is impossible to please God (He.11:6). Fight the good fight of faith (1Ti.6:12). It is God’s problem now. Lay it down, and He will pick it up! 

Remember, as a child of God, you have a covenant or an agreement with God. This covenant says that what is ours is God’s, and what is God’s is ours (He. 8:6). That means our debt is God’s debt!  It is His problem! So you can stop worrying about it! 

Do not let the devil talk you out of your blessing by allowing worry and fear into your mind. Replace fear with faith, and the money is on the way! “All things are possible to him who believes” (Mk.9:23). “Your faith will equal your reward!” (Mt.9:29,TW).

#11: If you want every bill and every debt paid, you must spend time reading your Bible. Joshua 1:8 says if you meditate on the Bible day and night and do what is written in it, you will make your way prosperous and you will have good success.  

When you read the Bible, the Truth of God will replace the lies of the devil in your mind…the truth that says, Seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and everything you want will be added to you (Matthew 6:33, NKJ). That “everything” includes total payment of your debts!  

                   The good news is that Jesus came that you might have life and have it more abundantly (Jn.10:10). Being in debt is not a life of abundance! God does not want you in debt anymore than you want to be in debt. You are His child. When you look bad, He looks bad! No, He wants a testimony from you of how He paid your debt (Re.12:11). Let God be the hero, and He will save you every time! 

What we do not realize is that Jesus delivered us from the curse of poverty on the cross (Ga.l3:13). Jesus was poor 2,000 years ago so you could be rich now! “Though He were rich, yet for your sakes He became poor, that through His poverty, you might be made rich!” (2Co.8:9). 

It is your right as a Christian to be rich. Jesus gave you His wealth for your poverty. Paul says in Galatians 3:13 that Jesus delivered you from the curse of the law which includes poverty. In essence, Jesus paid your debts 2,000 years ago!

Never forget that God loves you (Jn.3:16). You are His child (Jn.1:12). He takes pleasure in your prosperity (Ps.35:27). He wants you rich-not in debt! (3Jn.2). 

Ephesians 3:20 says He will give you exceedingly, abundantly more than you could ever ask, think, or imagine! God wants you rich because He wants you to be a testimony to His goodness and His love. He wants people to see that God loves to spoil His children! 

Now pray this prayer of prosperity over yourself every day and watch your income go up! Believe, and you will receive!
“Thank you Lord that every bill and every debt is paid, in Jesus name! Third John two says, Above all things you wish I will prosper and be in health. You do not want me in debt. I am your child (1Jn.3:1). You love me. That is why you sent Jesus to deliver me from the curse of the law (Galatians 3:13). Your Bible says you take pleasure in my prosperity (Psalm 35:27). You are the Lord God that shows me the way to get wealth so that I may establish your covenant on this earth; so that I may expand your kingdom in this world (De.8:18). You said in your Word if I obey and serve you, I will spend my days in prosperity and my years in pleasure (Job 36:11). You promise me in Proverbs 13:22 that the wealth of the wicked is laid up for me the just! If I am willing and obedient, I will eat the good of the land (Is.1:19). 

The Bible says I can have whatever I say if I do not doubt it (Mk.11:23), and I say I am rich and blessed and walking in the fullness of God…that I am above only and not beneath (De.28:13)…that every bill and debt is paid…that everything I put my hand to will prosper and have good success! (Jos.1:8). I know with you Lord nothing is impossible (Mt.19:26); that there is nothing you cannot do (Lk.1:37). And I believe in my heart as I pray that you are delivering me from every debt! I bind you spirit of debt poverty off my life. I command you to loose my money and let it go! I resist you devil and you must flee. I break you off my finances right now! I declare and decree by faith that every bill and debt is paid! (Jb.22:28). In Jesus name, Amen.” 

Here is another strong prayer for prosperity and deliverance from debt. Every sentence in this prayer is a scripture from the Bible. The Word of God spoken out of your mouth each day will produce results! (Is.55:11). The Word of God will not return void. God will hasten to perform His Word! (Je.1:12).

I give and it will be given back to me; good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will men give back to me. I delight myself in you Lord, and therefore you shall give me the desires of my heart. Jesus was poor on the cross so I could be rich! I am not lazy, but a follower of those who through faith and patience inherit your promises. Christ has redeemed me from the curse of poverty, sickness, and death. You are the Lord my God who teaches me to profit and leads me by the way that I should go. Blessed shall I be in the city, and blessed shall I be in the field. Blessed shall I be when I go in, and blessed shall I be when I go out. I delight myself in you Lord, and therefore you will make the desires of my heart come true. Whatever I ask, I receive from you, because I keep your commandments and do those things that are pleasing in your sight. I receive all your financial blessings right now by faith! In Jesus name, Amen!
